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NZ INJURY PREVENTION PROGRAMMES DATABASE

What is it?

The NZ Injury Prevention Programmes Database (NZIPPD) will provide a comprehensive list of injury prevention programmes and initiatives. It has been designed as a tool to support people in the injury prevention sector to plan, and work together more effectively, at national, regional and local levels.  People will be able to search for programmes in their region or under a particular target group or injury prevention area. It is expected that the primary audience for this database will be injury prevention practitioners and government agencies, however it is perceived that the public will also find it of benefit.

Why do we need it?

Providers have been asking for more co-ordination and networking and this is one way to support this to happen. Currently, there is no central resource available that captures all information relating to injury prevention related programmes across New Zealand.

How many programmes have you collated so far?
We currently have over 200 programmes collated.  We know there are many more programmes and would like this figure to at least double before it goes live.

How do we get on it?

No fields are mandatory but the more information provided, the more useful the database will be.  It should take about five minutes to complete for each programme.

When can we see it?

The Database will be live mid-2007.  You will then be able to go to the NZIPS website and link to the database.

What can we do to help?

Promoting the database in anyway will help raise its profile and ensure that it is up to date.

· Put it on the agenda at meetings

· Put details in any communication, being newsletters or flyers

· Let your teams know it is  going live in June and that programmes  need to be  added before then

· Email the link to your networks for them to complete

· Include a link to the database on your website once it is live
